sound engineering, been a
professmnal guitarist, and have worked as a mbsiger for a wholesale recording distributor.
The other passion in my life has been for woodvngrki've studied cabinetmaking at Minnesota
State College Minneapolis Technical and worked psofessional craftsman for over twelve
years. During that time my work has appeared onltYieshow “Home Time” and in
publications including “Builder” magazine, “Bettddomes and Gardens,” and “Architectural
Digest”, and on the cover of “Midwest Home and @ans.” Building guitars seemed to be the
logical next step so | furthered my education bywking at Minnesota State College Southeast
Technical to study musical stringed instrument repad construction.
